3. All videos must not exceed 20 minutes (including opening and closing credits). Videos exceeding 20 
minutes will be disqualified. 

4. All entries MUST have a 30-second trailer on a separate DVD or CD.  
5. Videos that run over-time, have been previously awarded or broadcast on television, were made by 

professionals, or contain pornographic elements WILL BE DISQUALIFIED. 
6. Music videos must have the original song from the artist or must have the consent of the artist for 

making the music video.  
7. Videos must be submitted in Video CD or DVD FORMAT. Other formats like V8 WILL NOT be accepted. 
8. Entries must be made within the last two years only (2008 and 2009). Videos made before December 31, 

2007 will not be accepted.

application form per video. The application form must be filled out legibly and submitted on or before 
6:00PM of February 12, 2010.

11. In the event that only 1 video entry will qualify in a category, the participant will only receive half of the 
cash prize and will not be entitled to the People’s Choice award. 

12. All entries will be screened and only the top 5 videos for Feature and Documentary category, and the top 
3 videos for Music Video will qualify and be showed in the cinema.
